Was the real and secret purpose of Drake’s voyage to raid the wealth of Spain
as an authorised privateer, or was he sent to discover new lands and set up
British colonies in the New World? Was it simply a trading voyage with the aim
of finding a new and profitable route to the spices of the East and done in
secret to protect any commercial gains? Probably there was a mixture of
motives, with much left to chance.
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
