Remissions

In order to remove financial barriers from disadvantaged pupils, the MAT has agreed that some activities and visits where charges can legally be made will be offered at no charge or a reduced charge to parents in particular circumstances.

Below sets out the circumstances in which such charges will be waived. This will be at the discretion of the governing board and will depend on the activity in question.
Remissions for Residential Trips
Parents who can prove they are in receipt of any of the following benefits will be exempt from paying the cost of board and lodging for residential visits. All documentation must be sent through as a PDF.
· Income Support

· Income-based Jobseeker’s Allowance

· Income-related Employment and Support Allowance

· Support under part VI of the Immigration and Asylum Act 1999 • The guaranteed element of Pension Credit

· Child Tax Credit (provided that Working Tax Credit is not also received and the family’s annual gross income does not exceed £16,190)

· Working Tax Credit run-on (this is paid for 4 weeks after an individual stops qualifying for Working Tax Credit)

· Universal Credit (if the application was made on or after 1 April 2018, the family’s income must be less than £7,400 per year – after tax and not including any benefits)

Additional categories of parents may claim help with some costs in the following circumstances:
· Specific individual circumstances that have caused temporary hardship

· Recently moved into hardship but not yet receiving the benefits mentioned above

· Made a specific request to the Headteacher for any other justifiable reason. The remission is at the Headteacher’s discretion in these circumstances based on any evidence provided: 
School Uniform

The senior leadership have currently agreed that during the current cost of living crisis and the change of the school uniform for secondary children, that the school will support those children in receipt of free school meals towards their uniform costs. This financial support will only be available to parents from September until October in any academic year. Parents are allowed to re-apply each academic year.
